1. Textured or permeable pavements that are flush 
with the curb to reinforce pedestrian priority

2. Trench drains to collect runoff and 
bioretention planters

4. Gateway treatments that slow or 
restrict traffic flow

3. Grade the street to provide 
accessible, leveled walking surface, 
while directing stormwater flow
